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Chadderton North Ward: An Introduction
Chadderton North Ward consists of various communities including large residential areas such as 
Firwood Park and Chadderton Heights and areas of disadvantage such as the Park Estate.  

The ward accommodates two large secondary Schools (North Chadderton and Radclyffe School) in 
close proximity to Broadway, a busy trunk road, where several modifications have been made to 
improve traffic flow. Primary School include St Herbert’s, Chadderton Preparatory Grammer, Mills Hill, 
and St. Mathews. 

The main road is Chadderton Hall Road which leads onto Burnley lane and joins on the A627(M) 
roundabout, this leads on then to the M60.

Middleton Road cuts through this area and runs on to Mills Hill and onto Middleton. It crosses over 
Broadway which is one of the main arterial roads into Manchester via the A62. Bus services run to 
Oldham, Manchester and Middleton. There are no tram stops in this area.

There are various green spaces including Chadderton Hall Park, Chadderton Cemetery and Ferney 
Field Linear Path.﻿
