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Saddleworth North Ward: An Introduction
Saddleworth North has a largely healthy, prosperous and well educated population with a landscape of 
valleys and villages. Denshaw, Delph, Dobcross, Diggle, Scouthead and Austerlands all lying within the 
Saddleworth Parish Council boundary.

Large areas of the ward are characterised by heather moorland with many recreational cycling, walking 
and riding routes including the Huddersfield Narrow Canal which runs through the villages of Diggle and 
Dobcross. The ward is a very desirable place to live which is reflected in high property values, but local 
employment opportunities are limited, leading to concerns that it is becoming a dormitory area for 
adjoining towns on both sides of the Pennines.

Dispersed settlements, reduction in local village amenities and relatively large aging population have led 
to concerns around issues of isolation and loneliness amongst its residents, although there is a strong 
sense of village identity and responsibility with active community and residents associations, voluntary 
associations, events and festivals throughout the year. The voluntary, faith and community sector, with 
support from Council and partners are working hard to help residents feel more connected.﻿
